1) Tag your sale items. Print page two of this document to create tags for six different items. Print as many as you need. 
Each item needs two identical tags (Leave them attached to each other. They will be cut apart when the item is sold). Each tag has 5 lines of information: Your initials on the top line, your item number from your inventory list on the second line. Price, in 25 cent increments, on the third line. Grade level on the fourth line. Name of item (from your inventory list) on the fifth line. Securely tape tags along the left side so right half can be cut off. Any untagged items will be put on the free table.  Printing the tags in different colored ink or on different colored paper will make it easier to pay you at the end.  
2) Make your inventory list. Page three of this document will accommodate up to 13 sale items. To sell items, you must turn in an inventory list with your items. When an item sells, it will be marked off the list. We use this list to total your sales so we can pay you. Make sure item numbers and descriptions on the tags match your inventory list. 

3) Arrive at the Philip Foster Farm (29912 SE Hwy 211, Eagle Creek, OR 97022) between 9:30 and 10:30 on the day of the sale. Drop off your sale items and inventory list. The Philip Foster Farm will open early that day so you can take your family to visit the farm if you are not volunteering to help set up the sale. Volunteers get the first look at all the curriculum, so you might want to email jzhhistsoc@cascadeaccess.com and sign up as a volunteer. Please do not allow young children to visit the farm without supervision. There are too many ways to get hurt. Encourage visitors to treat farm artifacts with respect and ask for help if they’re not sure what to do. There is no admission charge to visit the farm. We have picnic tables and encourage you to bring a lunch and enjoy the day. 
4) Pick up your unsold items and money between 2:00 and 2:30.
